The [edit dynamic-profiles profile-name] hierarchy added in JUNOS Release 9.2.

Description Define interfaces for dynamic profiles.

Options interface-name—The interface variable ($junos-interface-ifd-name). The interface
variable is dynamically replaced with the interface the DHCP client accesses
when connecting to the router.

NOTE: Though we do not recommend it, you can also enter the specific name of the
interface you want to assign to the dynamic profile.
