Description Configure a loss priority for mirrored packets. By default, the switch applies a lower
priority to mirrored data than to regular port-to-port data—mirrored traffic is dropped
in preference for regular traffic when capacity is exceeded. For port mirroring
configurations with output to an analyzer VLAN, set the loss priority to high.

Default Low

Options priority—The value for priority can be low or high.
Default: low
