Options rate —Transmission rate, in bps. You can specify a value in bits per second either
as a complete decimal number or as a decimal number followed by the
abbreviation k (1000), m (1,000,000), or g (1,000,000,000).
Range: 3200 through 160,000,000,000 bps

percent percentage —Percentage of transmission capacity. A percentage of zero
drops all packets in the queue.
Range: 0 through 100 percent

remainder—Remaining rate available

routing-control—To add this statement to the configuration.
