In Classifier Group Configuration mode, specifies a traffic class in a policy list for
policy management. The no version removes a traffic class from a policy list; the
suspend version temporarily suspends the policy rule; the no suspend version
resumes application of a suspended rule.

NOTE: This command replaces the Policy List Configuration version of the traffic-class
command, which may be removed completely in a future release.
