
Changing the Mode of a Juniper Networks Database (SRC CLI)

Because the Juniper Networks database can run in either standalone or community
mode, to change modes you must disable the current mode and enable the other
mode. Typically, you change from standalone mode, which was used for testing, to
community mode for a full deployment.

To change the mode of the Juniper Networks database from standalone to community:

1. Disable standalone mode:

[edit system ldap server]
user@host# delete stand-alone

2. Enable the database in community mode, and configure the role and neighbors.
