
Configuring an SNMPv3 Security Name for SNMP Monitoring (SRC CLI)

To configure an SNMPv3 security name to access a monitored MIB object:

1. From configuration mode, access the configuration statements that configure
SNMP monitoring.

[edit]
user@host# edit snmp monitor

2. Specify an SNMPv3 security name.

[edit snmp monitor]
user@host# set security-nameyour-security-name
