Use the following configuration statement to create a policy group:

policies group name {

}

description description ;

To create a policy group:

From configuration mode, enter the edit policies group statement. For example,

to create a folder called dhcp-default:

user@host# edit policies group dhcp-default

(Optional) Enter a description for the policy group.

[edit policies group dhcp-default]
user@host# set description description

(Optional) Verify your policy group configuration.

[edit policies group dhcp-default]
user@host#show

description "Default policy for JUNOSe routers';
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
