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From configuration mode, enter the service class name action configuration. For
example, in this procedure, scna is the name of the service class name action.

scha

(Optional) Configure the name of a service class on the CMTS device that specifies
QoS parameters for a service flow.

[edit policies group pcmm list serviceClass rule pr service-class-name scna]
user@host# set service-class-name service-class-name

(Optional) Enter a description for the service class name action.

[edit policies group pcmm list serviceClass rule pr service-class-name scna]
user@host# set description description

(Optional) Verify the service class name action configuration.

[edit policies group pcmm list serviceClass rule pr service-class-name

scna]

user@host# show configuration policies group pcmm list serviceClass rule
pr
