Problem The log files indicate a problem with a specific driver.

Solution  Review the configuration of the associated with the JUNOSe router driver with the
C-Web interface:

1. Select SAE from the side pane, and click Drivers.

The Drivers pane appears.
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2. In the Name of Device Driver box, enter a full or partial device driver name for
which you want to display information, or leave the box blank to display all
devices. Use the format:
<virtual router name > @ < router name >

3. Select an output style from the Style list.

4. In the Maximum Results box, enter the maximum number of results that you
want to receive.

5. Click OK.
