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General Feature Descriptions

kernel, and the necessary root file system. This software is first installed on the router

and from there deployed on the VSE device according to the configuration present on

the router.

Version Compatibility

Asof JunosOSRelease 12.3, Junos applicationswill install on Junosonly if the application

is built with the same release as the Junos OS Release on which the application is being

installed. For example, an application built with Release 12.3R2 will only install on Junos

OS Release 12.3R2 and will not install on Junos OS Release 12.3R1 or Junos OS Release

12.3R3 or Junos OS Release 13.1R1.
